Don’t give up
on peace bid,
Blair pleads
DON’T let extremists
derail the peace process!
That was Tony Blair’s
advice this week to Israel
and the Palestinians.

“You have no option but to
stay with it,” he said at the
Labour Party conference in
Bournemouth.

“The only hope is for two
states living side by side.”

Later, the prime minister
told a packed Labour Friends of
Israel reception of a lesson he
had learned from Northern
Ireland.

“Never give up as nothing
actually changes when you do,”
he said. “In fact, things just get
worse’’. 

And he added: “It makes me
weep when I see the suffering of
people.

“Israel is not going to disap-
pear because of terrorists.
Israel will defend itself against
terrorism.’’

Blair said the whole interna-
tional community had a
responsibility to bring about an
end to terrorism against Israel.

“George Bush and I are
deeply frustrated by the situa-
tion we find ourselves in,” he
added. “We are determined not
to give up on it’’.

The secretary-general of
Israel’s Labour Party, Ophir
Pines-Paz, made delegates
laugh when he joked that if
Tony Blair continued to have
difficulties leading the British
Labour Party, there was the
possibility of a vacancy in the
Israeli Labour Party where he
would be made very welcome.
� Jewish MP Oona King was
applauded at the conference
when she blasted Israel for its
policies, “abuses on human
rights” and “denying
Palestinians adequate living
conditions”.

But Liverpool MP Louise
Ellman, in a powerful exposi-
tion of Israel’s problems,
reminded delegates that
Israelis had to a right to pro-
tect their people while still
striving for peace.
�Junior home office minister
Fiona McTaggart appeared to
boob at a Labour fringe meet-
ing when she suggested there
might be links between the
Holocaust and the suffering of
the Palestinians.

McTaggart, who has pro-
Palestinian sympathies, was
speaking at a meeting of the
Council for the Advancement of
Arab-British Understanding.

Board of Deputies director-
general Neville Nagler later
told the Jewish Telegraph that it
was “very disappointing to hear
a government minister drawing
parallels between the
Holocaust and Israel’s efforts
to defend itself against terror-
ism’’.

Israel Embassy press secretary
Shuli Davidovitch said: “Mr Milo
withdrew for personal reasons. We
need to respect his personal deci-
sion. Dr Shtauber, who has already
been in Britain for nearly four
years, will stay on for a limited
time to enable a proper hand-over.

“We will work very closely with
whomever is appointed.’’

Diplomatic correspondent
JERRY LEWIS comments: Milo’s
decision is posing considerable
problems for Israeli Foreign
Minister Silvan Shalom. 

Hitherto, the London appoint-
ment was a prize posting for career

diplomats. This has recently
changed and become a major politi-
cal appointment – a gift from the
Prime or Foreign Minister. 

Shalom will have to consult with
Sharon as to which politician they
will lift out of the Knesset or party
network to put forward for
approval. 

Failing that, the post will be
advertised in the foreign ministry.
The process will take a minimum of
four to five months. 

Minister plenipotentiary Zvi
Ravner remains on standby to step
up to become charge d’affaires.

Sources close to the Israel
Embassy suggest that Ambassador
Shtauber will now remain in his
post until November.’’
